RE: Sign Permit Applications by Moneta Media and Marketing Inc.
(hereinafter “Noneta”) for Atlantic Avenue and Jefferson Avenue
(hereinafter the “Property”)

Legal Non-Conforming Status

Please be advised that we are counsel for Moneta in connection with the above noted
matter and have been asked by City staff to provide some additional information which
supports our client’s position that the Property enjoys a legal non-conforming or
grandfathering status with regards to five (5) outdoor advertising signs. In this letter we
have set out what we believe to be the basis of our client’s claim to a legal entitlement
and the rationale for same. As you will see while the original signs were removed in or
about 1998, the owners of the Property never ceased their efforts to obtain permissions
and/or advertisers for all five (5) signs. It was only because of information that was
received from the City that prevented the signs from being replaced much earlier.

In April of 1998, 1289777 Ontario Limited (hereinafter “128 Limited”) purchased the
property described as Part of Ordance Reserve, City of Toronto, designated as Parts
1,2,3,4,5,7and 8 on Reference Plan, 64R-15380, and Part 1 on Reference Plan 64R-
15697. These lands originally formed part of the CN right of way and were declared
surplus by CN. The City of Toronto was given the opportunity to purchase the Property
but did not exercise that right. Instead the lands were sold on the open market fo 128
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
