Please find enclosed, from Moneta Media & Marketing Inc., five
applications for building permits with respect to third party advertising
signs on 1 A Atlantic Avenue, Toronto, Ontario. While these
applications that are contained herein do not conform in their entirety
with the City’s current in force sign by-law, it is our view that the five
signs which we are seeking to replace enjoy a legal non-conforming
status as they were all legally in place prior to the passage of the
City’s current Sign By-law. In support for this position we would like
to take this opportunity to briefly outline some of the facts upon which
our decision has been based and would also like to advise that we,
along with our legal counsel, Paul DeMelo of Kagan Shastri, would be
happy to meet with you to discuss this matter.

The five applications which are being submitted with this letter are in

conformity with the City’s prior sign by-law and locate these
replacement signs in the same location as the original five.
